REGULAR MEETING MINUTES 

FEBRUARY 8, 2010 AT 6:00 P.M.

The Webster County Board of Education held its regular meeting on February 8, 2010 at 6:00 p.m.  Mrs. Linda Rogers, Mr. Jake Everett, Mr. Darrell Holbrook, Mrs. Kelly Cobb, Mr. Donald Brown, and Mrs. Janie Downer, Superintendent/Principal were present.  

Mrs. Linda Rogers called the meeting to order.

Mr. Jake Everett gave the invocation.

Mrs. Linda Rogers recognized visitors.  No visitors present.
The tentative agenda was approved with the amendment of adding to the agenda #4 Three Furlough Days-100% Employees and #5 Medical Student Volunteers by a motion made by Mr. Darrell Holbrook, seconded by Mr. Jake Everett.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The January 2010 financial report was approved by a motion made by Mr. Jake Everett, seconded by Mrs. Kelly Cobb.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The January 11, 2010 regular meeting minutes were approved by a motion made by Mr. Darrell Holbrook, seconded by Mr. Donald Brown.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The Board approved Mrs. Downer’s recommendation to deduct 3 more furlough days from full-time employees to include regular bus drivers February-1 day, March-1 day, April-1 day by a motion made by Mr. Jake Everett, seconded by Mrs. Kelly Cobb.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The Board approved Mrs. Downer’s recommendation to allow the medical student volunteers to assist with science and math classes at the Webster County School pending drug screening/fingerprinting by a motion made by Mr. Donald Brown, seconded by Mr. Darrell Holbrook.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The second reading of Disaster Recovery Plan for PC Genesis took place at this time.  After discussion, the Board approved the plan by a motion made by Mr. Darrell Holbrook, seconded by Mrs. Kelly Cobb.  The motion was approved unanimously.
The Board opened bids received on construction of awnings-Progressive Builders and Burk’s Metal Buildings.  After discussion, the Board directed the Superintendent to contact the two bidders for more information before accepting a bid and bring to the next Board meeting.

There was discussion on an alternative calendar.  There was also discussion on what days to close for three furlough days.

Mrs. Downer recommended to the Board to purchase two new school buses-87 passengers and 30 passengers both, equipped with air conditioning.  After discussion, the Board directed the Superintendent to take bids on the purchasing of two new buses to include financing terms and bring to the next Board meeting.
