The Beecher Community Scholarship Association provides one-year scholarships to graduating seniors of Beecher High 
School.  There are numerous scholarships available under the direct supervision of the Beecher Community Scholarship 
Association.  A graduating senior may only receive one scholarship under the jurisdiction of the Beecher Community 
Scholarship Association.  These scholarships are available for any course of study leading to a degree at any accredited 
institution in the United States.  The number of scholarships awarded will be based on money available.   
 
Scholarships will be awarded on the basis of the applicant’s completed application and essay field.  The deadline to apply 
is April 1, 2021.  Applications received after this date will not be considered.  All seniors are encouraged to apply that meet 
the following criteria: 

 4-year college: G.P.A. minimum of 3.25 and A.C.T. of 22 or higher (or equivalent S.A.T. of 1100 or higher) 
 2-year college: G.P.A. minimum of 2.80 and A.C.T. of 20 or higher (or equivalent S.A.T. of 1020 or higher)
