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A positive school climate helps students feel safe and connected at school.  Evidence based research shows this will improve students’ grades and reduce behavior problems.  That’s good for everyone!


To help create a positive school climate:





Use first names


Make eye contact


Reward good behavior


Be respectful


Smile often


Show them you care





Model appropriate behavior; kids are watching you to see how things are done!





A positive mood is contagious!














Some students have obvious struggles at school.  These may include breaking rules, aggressive behavior, bullying, or hurting themselves.


There are also silent warnings to watch for such as sadness, withdrawing, not sleeping well, physical complaints, keeping to themselves, and looking disheveled. 


Take special notice when you see a change in a student’s behavior.

What Behaviors to Look For























Make a referral anytime you are concerned about safety.  Also, look for changes in a child’s behavior.  When a student has been doing well and then begins to act out, pick fights, sit by themselves, or act in a way that is not typical for him or her, it could indicate that something is wrong and it might help for them to talk to someone. 


Consider a referral when a student’s learning is interrupted or blocked by issues at school or at home.  


Ask your school counselor, social worker, or psychologist how to refer a student for mental health services at the school.

If you suspect a child is being abused, remember that every adult in Tennessee is required to report the concern to the Department of Children’s Services at 1-877-237-0004 (for general public) or 1-855-209-4226 (for educators).


Any person who has knowledge of or suspects abuse or neglect of a child must report it.


The TN law makes no distinction between professionals and non-professionals on the issue of reporting.
