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HOME EDUCATION INSTRUCTION

     The Board recognizes that RSA 193-A provides the legal right for parents to pursue home education within the parameters of certain requirements of enrollment and evaluation set by the New Hampshire State Department of Education. (NHDOE).  In order to provide home or non-public education, parents are required to notify either the Superintendent, the principal of a non-public school, or the Commissioner of Education acknowledging the planned home education program meets state requirements.  The procedures which follow are meant to:

1. Standardize the enrollment and evaluation process for parents who choose the School District as the agency to participate in the home education program.

2. Make possible a fair and consistent relationship with all the home education programs for which the district is designated as the participating agency, especially in those areas left by the State to the discretion of the local school District.

     Conventional attendance policies of the District and State Law apply to all students within the District until the Commissioner of Education, the Superintendent, or a non-public school principal acknowledge the establishment of a home education program, or immediately apply upon the termination of any home education program so acknowledged.

     Parents deciding to re-enroll their children into the school district program following a period of home education will make arrangements with the building principal to provide for an evaluation process to determine appropriate placement in the school’s program.  Placements will be consistent with the School Board policy governing student placements, and are subject to the same appeal process.

     Parents must notify the Commissioner of Education and the Superintendent or non-public school principal within 15 days of the termination of the home education program and shall promptly enroll their children with the District or in a State of NH approved private school.
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
