Fundamentals of Education is a foundational course in the Teaching as a Profession program of study for
students interested in learning more about becoming a teacher,; school counselor, trainer, librarian, or
speech-language pathologist.

Artifacts will be
created for inclusion in a portfolio, which will continue throughout the full sequence of courses.

Questions will
be posted every Sunday night by 6:00 PM. You will need to fully answer (3-4 sentences) the prompt or
question. This will need to be done by Wednesday night. 10 points will be deducted for each late day.

It can be worksheets, class assignments,
Presentations, and other assignments. A penalty of 10 points per day will be assessed for late work.
