Bazzell added that the most relia-
ble predictor of poor performance
is “when you have teachers who
don’t believe in kids”

For a closer look at how Pike Coun-
ty is succeeding, Bazzell pointed to
Pike County Elementary School.
Located in Brundidge, Pike County
Elementary is all-black, and its
poverty percentage is higher than
the system’s, at 86 percent.

Pike Elementary’s performance
was not always good. Several years
ago, Bazzell said it was stuck in a

rut
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and had begun to settle for dimin-
ished expectations. Bazzell in-
stalled a new principal who was a
strong instructional leader. To-
gether, they let the faculty know
that they would be held accounta-
ble for the results.

Bazzell added that in such a turna-
round situation it is vital to have
the support of the school board
because it can be uncomfortable
at times. “You have to have a
board of education that has the
courage.”

Working with the assistance of a
system-level curriculum director,
the faculty was provided high-
quality professional development.

Student data is very important for making
good decisions about instruction. We use many
pieces of data in grades K-6. There are five
main assessments we use to guide our instruc-
tion here at PCES.

DIBELS (Dynamic Indicator of Basic Early Litera-
cy Skills) is given three times a year in grades K-
2. The entire state of Alabama uses this assess-
ment at these grades. There are goals set each
grade level for different times of the year. Our
next assessment period is January 9-13, 2017.
For this assessment the goal is that Kinder-
gartners should be able to name 34 letters in
one minute, students in first grade should be
able to read 19 words in one minute, and sec-
ond graders should be able to read 76 words in
one minute. Additionally, students in first and
second grades should be able to tell about

what they read during the one minute reading.

Our second grade students also take Perfor-
mance Series to assess, or test, how they are
doing in math, reading, and science. Perfor-
mance Series is also given three times a year.
Students take this assessment on the comput-
er. Scores are automatically generated and
teachers are able to get specific data, or infor-
mation, for individuals, as well as the class, to
help with instruction. Each student receives a
score that places them in one for four levels:
above average, high average, low average, be-
low average. Our goal is for every student to
score in the high average and above average
ranges.

Students in third through sixth grades take As-
pire Interim three times a year. These assess-
ments help prepare students and teachers by
providing reports specific to students, classes,
and standards. As with Performance Series,
Aspire Interim assesses math, reading, and
science. This assessment is also computer
based. Aspire Interim is brand new to our
school this year. Our hope is that by using the
information this assessment offers, we can
best prepare our students for Aspire, which is
the big test that every third through sixth
grader in the state of Alabama takes in the
spring. Student’s scores place them in one of
four categories or levels in math, reading, and
science. Scores are categorized as exceeding,
ready, close, and in need of support. The goal
of administrators, faculty and students at
PCES is to score in the ready and exceeding
ranges.

Classroom tests are still part of our everyday
procedures. Math and reading tests are mostly
given on the computer, to help prepare stu-
dents for Aspire testing in the spring. Assess-
ments are given on a regular basis in all subject
areas. We also monitor student’s progress is
less formal ways on a daily basis.

So what can you do as a parent to help your
child on assessments? First, check agendas and
weekly newsletters for information about up-
coming tests your child will have. Study
spelling words with students by having stu-
dents read and spell the words. For parents of
students in K-2, listen to your child read for at
least 10 minutes each night. Some teachers
send home passages for students to practice
reading for 1 minute, to help prepare for
DIBELS. Students in Kindergarten and first
grades always benefit from practice on sight
words. Students in grades 3-6 should be read-
ing independently for at least 20 minutes each
day. As a school we are putting a bigger em-
phasis on Accelerated Reader this year. Ask
your child about their progress toward their
goal, how many points they have, and what
book they are currently reading. Knowledge
and memorization of math facts are very im-
portant in grades K-6. Practicing flash cards for
addition and subtraction is excellent for stu-
dents in K-2. For grades 3-6, it is essential that
students know their multiplication and division
facts. Flashcards are a very inexpensive and
easy way to memorize these facts. They are
self-checking because they have answers on
the back and they are also easy to practice in
the car, home, or elsewhere. Lastly, | encour-
age attendance of school.
