THINGS TO REMEMBER
· Authors have reasons for writing what they do. They may want to teach us something, they may want us to believe something, or they may want to make us laugh or imagine.
· Sometimes authors have more than one reason for writing.

· The author wanted to give facts, tell about,  or show that….?

· Why did the author…?

· Why did the writer…?

· Why did the author write this story?

· The author of this story mostly wanted to….

· The author probably wrote this story to….
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ASK QUESTIONS

· Good readers ask themselves questions before, during and after reading. Asking questions will help us understand the author’s reasons for writing the selection. This will also help you decide the author’s purpose.
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
