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BOMB THREATS

     In the event of a call or notice to the effect that a bomb has been placed in a school, the following procedures will be followed: 

1. Immediately after receiving a call or notice, the Principal or Building Administrator shall be notified.  The person receiving the call should write down what was said plus any other information, including time and date. 

2. The decision regarding appropriate action under the circumstances will be made by the Principal or Building Administrator. The building will be evacuated as in a fire drill. 

3. The police, fire department and SAU Office will be notified immediately. 

4. A search of the building will be conducted under the direction of the senior officers from the police and fire department. 

5. If a search has been conducted and nothing found, the senior officer of the police department will inform the Principal that it is safe for students and staff to re‑enter the building. 

6. Any decision concerning the dismissal of school pupils and subsequent action after the above procedures have been followed is the prerogative of the Superintendent.

7. The overall safety of all students will be the underlying basis for all decisions. 

8. The Superintendent or his/her designee is authorized to sign a criminal complaint and to press charges against perpetrators of bomb threats and false fire alarms.

9. Students involved in "bomb scares" or false alarms will be subject to suspension from school as determined by the Principal and Superintendent. 
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
