Dear Parent,
Today your student had a guidance lesson on, “The Gimmies!”  We defined the word SELFISH as caring too much for yourself and too little for others.  We also learned that GREED is when you really want more than you need or deserve.

I shared the book, “Sam and the Lucky Money.”  Sam is given the opportunity to spend his money on anything he wants.  He chooses to buy a homeless man a pair of socks.  He quickly discovers the best gifts come from the heart. 
Then we watched “The Berestein Bears Get the Gimmies” video.  We tried to connect the story about Sam and his lucky money to the cubs in the video.  At the end of the video, the two cubs got rid of their gimmies by donating an old toy of theirs to sick cubs at the hospital just like Sam had given his money to the old man who needed socks.  Throughout the lesson we observed and discussed the characters’ Needs and Wants.  Hopefully the students now realize the difference and are more concerned for needs of others rather than the wants of themselves.
With the holidays upon us, I hope this lesson has made an impression on your child.  It truly is better to give than to get!!
