Welcome to the Zion Chapel Library Media Center.  Our media center is housed in two locations – the Zion Chapel Elementary School K-2 building, which primarily serves students in grades K-6, and the Zion Chapel High School main building, which primarily serves students in grades 7-12.  This Library Pathfinder was designed to be used in the high school library media center.  
The high school library media center is a large room divided into three major sections.  As you enter, you will notice the circulation desk to your immediate left.  To your right, you should see the media center’s computer lab, which consists of twenty computers and a laser printer.  After you pass the circulation desk and the computer lab, you will find the fiction collection on the right, and the nonfiction/reference collection and periodicals on the left.  The map below shows the layout of the library media center.
