The Grocery Store and Math

1. At the store, compare 2 different boxes of cereal. For each box, have your child check the price and the amount of cereal it contains.

2. While shopping for food: Ask your child to plan a meal for $10.00 or less. The meal must include food from all 5 major food groups; milk, yogurt and cheese group, fruit group, vegetable group, meat, poultry, fish, dry beans, eggs and nuts group, bread and cereal, rice and pasta group (grains group). At the  checkout line, have each of you guess how long it will take to check it out. See who comes closest.

3. Help your child determine which cereal really costs more: Cereal A costs $3.00 for 10 ounces. Cereal B costs $4.00 but has 20 ounces. ( $3.00 divided by 10 ounces is $0.30 per ounce and $4.00 divided by 20 ounces is $0.20 per ounce. So Cereal B costs less per ounce.) You may want to use an inexpensive calculator to compare more complex prices.
