Holtville High School
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Holtville High School exists to help students develop a love of learning that will lead to success now

and continue into a lifetime of learning. Holtville High School is in a small rural community located
in Deatsville, Alabama, about 10 miles from the ElImore County Board of Education. We have just over 500
students and enrollment is expected to steadily increase over the next 3 years with larger numbers coming
up from Holtville Middle School. HHS offers Advanced Placement courses in Math, Science, and English,
as well as opportunities for Dual Enrollment courses in History and English. Electives currently offered are
agriculture, marketing, athletic training, business technology, computer science, culinary, band/music theory,
art, physical education, health, Spanish, Yearbook, and driver's education. Students can also take classes
via ACCESS in the Distance Learning Lab that include even more course options. Holtville High School
students can compete in 12 different AHSAA sanctioned sports programs in Class 5A, as well as participate
in cheerleading, marching band, and fishing.

The Elmore County Technical Center (ECTC) offers 12 Career and Technical Educational (CTE)
programs on the ECTC campus in Wetumpka. Students from all four EImore County Public
Schools high schools attend ECTC including Elmore County High, Holtville High, Stanhope Elmore
High, and Wetumpka High. The Elmore County Technical Center’s mission is to prepare all students
with the skills and work experience necessary for successful employment and continuing education.
At ECTC, students may take high school CTE courses in the following programs: Automotive
Service Technology, Aviation Technology, Computer Technology (IT), Construction Technology,
Electrical Technology, Hospitality & Tourism, HVAC, Medical Sciences, Plumbing & Pipefitting, Pre-
Engineering, Drafting, & Design, Public Safety & Law, and Welding Technology.

Through the courses offered, students not only receive instruction in their chosen field of study, but
also are trained in interview skills, public speaking, and problem solving, as well as many other soft
skills that are needed to be successful in today’'s economy.
