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1. Introduction

The purpose of this publication is to describe the general operating procedures, departmental policies, rules, and regulations.  It is to be studied by Agricultural Education students and their parents.  These standards have been set for the most efficient process for the department and the Lincoln FFA Chapter to reach its goals in education.  

2. Program Description

Agricultural Education programs across the nation are, by design, made up of three separate yet interwoven parts.  These parts are:  (1) Agricultural Education class; (2) FFA; and (3) Supervised Agricultural Experience Program (SAE).  When a student enrolls in the Agricultural Education class, he or she is enrolling in all three segments of the program and is to meet the standards of each.
a.   Agricultural Science I: Animal Science

Course Description:

This course is designed to offer a science-based approach to animal agriculture.  Students will explore the areas of genetics and biotechnology, animal welfare, animal science, and more.  Agriculture Science I also includes the study areas in agriculture careers, keeping financial records, and leadership through the FFA organization.  Students are urged to become FFA members and to plan a supervised agricultural experience program.  The program may include raising his/her own crop or livestock enterprise, or placement on a farm or in an agriculture-related occupation.

Course Objectives:

· The student will identify career opportunities in the agricultural industry.

· The student will plan a program of personal development.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the FFA.

· The students will complete personal financial records using the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the animal reproduction process.

· The student will describe the importance of the beef industry in Missouri.

· The student will describe the importance of the swine industry in Missouri.

· The student will describe the importance of the equine industry in Missouri.

· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of an advanced field of study in the agriculture industry by studying one of the areas within the FFA Career Development Events.

b. Agricultural Science II: Crop Science

Course Description:

This course is designed to offer a science-based approach to agriculture.  Students will explore major concepts including the science of plant biology, soil fertility, selecting crops, and various crop production methods.  Some additional units of study will include:  forages and specialty crop production.  Agriculture Science II also includes the study areas in agriculture careers, keeping financial records, and leadership through the FFA organization.  Students are urged to become FFA members and should also expand his/her supervised agricultural experience program.  The program may include raising his/her own crop or livestock enterprise, or placement on a farm or in an agriculture-related occupation.

Course Objectives:

· The student will identify career opportunities in the agricultural industry.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the FFA.

· The students will complete and analyze personal financial records using the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.

· The student will describe the importance of plants.
· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of grassland management.
· The student will describe the importance of soil.
· The students will demonstrate knowledge of floriculture.

· The students will describe the significance of entomology.
· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of an advanced field of study in the agriculture industry by studying one of the areas within the FFA Career Development Events.

c. Animal Science

Course Description:

This course is designed to offer a science-based approach to animal agriculture.  Advanced study in animal production, management, marketing, nutrition, breeding, production records, selection, animal health, waste management, and biotechnology may be included in this course.  This course also includes the study areas in agriculture careers, keeping financial records, and leadership through the FFA organization.  Students are urged to become FFA members and should also expand his/her supervised agricultural experience program.  The program may include raising his/her own crop or livestock enterprise, or placement on a farm or in an agriculture-related occupation.
Course Objectives:

· The student will identify career opportunities in the agricultural industry.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the FFA.

· The students will complete and analyze personal financial records using the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.

· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of animal nutrition.
· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of animal genetics.
· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of animal reproduction
· The students will demonstrate knowledge of animal health.

· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of an advanced field of study in the agriculture industry by studying one of the areas within the FFA Career Development Events.

d. Food Science

Course Description:

This course includes the areas of food chemistry and nutrition, food additives, food packaging and labeling, evaluation of foods, food microbiology, food processing, food fermentation, principles of sanitation and quality control. Food Science also includes the study areas in agriculture careers, keeping financial records, and leadership through the FFA organization.  Students are urged to become FFA members and should also expand his/her supervised agricultural experience program.  The program may include raising his/her own crop or livestock enterprise, or placement on a farm or in an agriculture-related occupation.

Course Objectives:

· The student will identify career opportunities in the agricultural industry.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the FFA.

· The students will complete and analyze personal financial records using the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.

· The student will be able to describe factors related to food preservation.

· The student will explain procedures used to process food.

· The student will identify the factors that affect food safety and quality.

· The student will describe factors that affect consumer choices of food.

· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of an advanced field of study in the agriculture industry by studying one of the areas within the FFA Career Development Events.
e. Metals 1

Course Description:

This course utilizes welding and cutting tools to construct projects. Students will understand and demonstrate the knowledge of different materials, welds, machines, and tools. Utilizing measurement skills and understanding mathematical skills will also be crucial. Students will learn what career opportunities are available.
Course Objectives:

· The student will identify career opportunities in the welding and fabricating industry.

· The student will demonstrate knowledge of the FFA.

· The students will complete and analyze personal financial records using the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.
· The student will demonstrate proper safety techniques used in the shop.
· The student will be able to describe factors related to welding.

· The student will explain procedures used to weld and build projects.
· The student will demonstrate the knowledge of an advanced field of study in the agriculture industry by studying one of the areas within the FFA Career Development Events.

3. Definition of Agricultural Education

The educational program involves classroom instruction and student responses in the basic study of animal science, plant science, leadership, agribusiness management, agricultural management, horticulture, agricultural mechanics, etc.  

4. Definition of FFA

The National FFA Organization is a Federally Chartered Organization of students enrolled in agricultural education programs designed to provide students with Premier Leadership, Personal Growth and Career Success.  Additionally, FFA provides contests, scholarships, and award programs for students to participate in to display their skills in areas of agricultural education.  In 1950, Congress passed Public Law 740 which provided the National FFA Organization with a Federal Charter.  This charter made the FFA an “intra-curricular” part of the Agriculture Education Program.  
5. Definition of Supervised Agricultural Experience Program

In the basic sense, SAE is that aspect of the total agricultural education program, which includes entrepreneurial and placement experiences, based on the student’s career objectives which are conducted outside of the classroom.  In addition, it is that component of the program, as a result of classroom instruction, from which practical application is carried out by the student under the supervision of the Agricultural Education Instructor.  
6. Program Requirements

The requirements set forth by this department are designed to promote the most beneficial experience possible for all students in the program.  Failure to meet these requirements can result in the dismissal of the student from the program.  

b. FFA

1. All members must pay annual dues.  

2. Members are expected to participate in FFA activities.  

3. Members are to participate in fund raising activities.  

4. Members are to follow the FFA Code of Ethics.  

f. Supervised Agricultural Experience Program (SAE)  

1. Students are expected to have at least one SAEP.  

2. Students are to be responsible of the management, accounting and development of the SAEP.  

3. Instructor is to supervise the SAEP.  

4. Each student will be given a record book to keep accurate and up-to-date records on their projects.  
g. Agricultural Education Classroom Expectations

In order to maintain a pleasant learning atmosphere, the following guidelines will be followed by each student:  
1. Please keep your mask on unless otherwise instructed.

2. Come to class prepared.  

3. Follow directions.
4. To avoid being tardy, students must be in their assigned seats before the bell rings. 

5. When class begins, each student is expected to be quiet.  If you have something to say, RAISE YOUR HAND and you will be called on for your comments.  

6. Students are expected to face the front of the room.  

7. The room is neat and in order. I am not your mother or maid, please clean up after yourself!
8. Be courteous to everyone.   

9. Profanity, references to alcohol, drugs, or tobacco of any kind will not be tolerated.  

10. DO NOT lean back in chairs!
11. Food will not be permitted in class.
** Violation to any of the expectations will not be tolerated and will be dealt with as indicated in the Student Planner. 

Agricultural Education Grading Procedure

a. Class Work
Students are expected to complete all assignments. Cheating will not be tolerated and will result in a zero for that assignment.  The grading scale will be the same as the one used by the school.
b. Homework
Homework will consist mainly of keeping records on student’s SAE project.  Any assigned homework is due within 10 minutes after the tardy bell rings, unless otherwise stated by the instructor.  All late homework will receive ½ credit. 
c. Absences

Students with excused absences are responsible for any missed assignments or tests.  Students may find the previous weeks assignments in the trays by the door.  All make-up work is the student’s responsibility to ask for and turn in, not the teacher’s responsibility.  Arrangements should be made to make up missed tests upon returning to class. One class period will be allowed to make up missed work.  
d. Notebooks
Each student will be provided a 1 ½ inch binder and will be given a place to keep it.  Only agriculture materials are to be kept in the notebook.  The notebook will be graded each quarter (45 pts) on neatness, organization, and content.  All notes, tests, worksheets and handouts are to be kept in the notebook.  
e. Record Books

Each student will have record book files on their user drive in order to keep accurate and up-to-date records on their SAE projects.  The record book will be graded at the end of each semester and at various other times.  Grades will be based upon the student having a minimum number of entries and its completeness and accurateness.  Grades received for record books will be calculated into the classroom grade.  The student is responsible for not loosing or damaging the record book files.
f. SAE Visits

Each student is required to schedule and attend a SAE visit during the summer.  This will be worth 80 pts at the beginning of the following school year. The student’s record book will be examined and SAE plans will be discussed with the instructor during the visit.  Students will receive a classroom grade for attending their SAE visit.
g. FFA Leadership

Each student will receive 50 pts for attending the FFA Degree Ceremony on November 5, 2020 at 6:30 pm and 50 pts for attending the FFA Banquet on April 28, 2021 at 7:00 pm.  These will be held in the Lincoln School Gyms.  Students are expected to wear official dress to the best of their ability.  Dates are subject to change. Students must attend the entire ceremony to receive full credit.
h. Career Development Events (CDE) / MO Agricultural Skill Knowledge (MO ASK)
Students will receive class points based on attendance and performance at CDEs and MO ASK.
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
