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STUDENT PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS

     All students shall have a physical examination prior to their entrance into the Lin-Wood School District as required by New Hampshire State law prior to entering Kindergarten, Middle School and High School.  The physical must have been within one year of entrance into school.  Any transferring student entering the district must present proof of meeting the physical requirement within 30 days of entrance.  Failure to comply with this provision may result in exclusion from school for the child.  However no medical examination shall be required of a child whose parent or guardian objects thereto in writing on the grounds such medical examination is contrary to his/her religious beliefs.  

     Students shall be ineligible to participate in interscholastic athletics (practices or games) unless there is on file in the school a medical statement provided by a physician (within the meaning of N.H. RSA 329) certifying the student athlete has passed an annual pre-participation physical examination.
     No child shall be excused from regular physical education except on the written notice of a duly licensed physician or on the written request of the parents, subject to Board approval.  Temporary excuses on a day-to-day basis may be granted by the teacher upon the request of the parents.

     The Lincoln Woodstock School District shall also conduct vision and hearing screenings.
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
