C. In order to be considered a sophomore a student must have earned 6 credits.  In order to be considered a junior a student must have earned 12 credits. 

D. Students who have completed their graduation requirements prior to their class's graduation will be considered as a graduate and will have no attendance requirements as a condition of formal graduation.  Such students will receive their diplomas at the regularly scheduled graduation exercise of their class.

E. Students who in their senior year have completed all but a small portion of their graduation requirements (excluding electives) may request a shortened day schedule. 
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F. Students will receive ¼ credit for Driver's Education taken either at Lin-Wood or off campus.  To obtain credit for an off campus course, the student is responsible for providing the Guidance Office with evidence of successful completion of the course.

G.    Students wishing to take courses to be counted towards meeting graduation requirements other than at Lin-Wood High School must have those courses approved by the Superintendent prior to the commencement of the course and must follow the Alternative Credit Options as described in policy IMBC.

H.
Students may elect to satisfy a minimum of 1 Physical Education credit through an outside activity-based program pre-approved by the Principal and monitored by the Athletic Director.  Such activities may include but are not limited to; school sponsored athletics, private athletic clubs and organizations, cheerleading and other programs which meet the approval of the Principal.

Students who desire to participate in after school athletics must complete credit requirements 
of the NHIAA and meet the School Board’s Policy (JJIC) for eligibility.
