Narrator 2:  Ms. Star came in the classroom and wanted to see what everyone had made.
Wagner:  Uh-oh!
Narrator 3:  said Wagner.  He had not made anything yet.  
Narrator 1:  Lulu raised her hand and told the class that she had made a walkie-talkie.
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Narrator 3:  Wagner slapped his head.
Wagner:  Why didn’t I think of that?
Narrator 1:  Henry showed how to get electricity from a potato.
Pearl:  Henry is a brain!
Wagner:  Pearl?  Remember how I held the boxes together while the glue dried?
Pearl:  I remember.

Narrator 1:  Pearl stretched rubber bands.  She held them tight.
Narrator 2:  Wagner stapled them onto the shoe box and the lid.

Narrator 3:  Pearl and Wagner hurried to the gym with their robot.  

Narrator 1:  They passed a boy with an ant village.

Narrator 2:  They passed a girl playing music for plants.

Narrator 1, 2, and 3:  They passed Henry.

Narrator 3:  He had his electric potato hooked up to a tiny Ferris wheel.

Narrator 1:  Pearl and Wagner set up their robot.  A judge came over.

Pearl:  Watch this.

Narrator 2:  Pearl said as she pulled the robot’s string.

Narrator 1, 2, and 3:  Nothing happened.

Narrator 3:  She pulled harder.

Narrator 2 and 3:  Yikes!

Narrator 1:  yelled the judges.
