Help Your Child Get Along With Others
All students need to learn how to get along with their peers as well as with adults..
Teach your children these cooperation tips.

1. Train them to show consideration for everyone-with polite words and actions.

2. Work with your kids on practicing good manners, such as saying "please", and "thank you", not interrupting others, asking for permission when needed, and following directions.

3. Point out that even best friends disagree at times. That's OK as long as they talk things out. Explain that they can ask a third person to mediate if they can't resolve a conflict.

4. Create opportunities to help your kids learn to share and care. Have them bake cookies to welcome a new  neighbor or make a card for a sick friend.

5. Talk about how to manage anger so your kids learn not to say or do something they'll regret. For instance, they can take deep breaths or count to 10 to cool down.

6. Help your kids learn to use"I" statements to settle differences. Have them use this process:

Make eye contact with the other person

Use a respectful tone.

State their feelings ("I feel hurt when you tease me")

Say what they'd like to see happen ("I need you to treat me kindly").

Never accuse or insult the other person.

Teach the "Golden Rule" Knowing to "treat others the way you want to be treated" will carry your children far. This will also help them turn away from violent or mean behavior. Set the example by letting your kids see you treat everyone the way you want to be treated.
