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ADMISSION OF NON‑RESIDENT STUDENTS (AND TUITION)

     The School District will accept individual tuition students provided there is space available and the School Board and administration believe such student's attendance is in the best interest of the student and the District.

     Individual tuition students will be reviewed annually by the administration to determine if it is in the best interest of the District and the student to continue to attend the schools of the district.

     Students who do not legally qualify as residents of the District (see RSA 193:12) and who do not fall under the provisions of RSA 193:28 and 193:29 shall be charged tuition except as special considerations fall within the following guidelines:

1. To bring into the school system on occasion students from other countries who are guests of district residents under exchange programs.

2. Seniors whose families move during their senior year may continue until graduation, tuition free.

3. When twenty school days or less remain in the school year and the family of a child changes residency, the child may remain in the schools for the balance of the school year tuition free, provided the request is made by the parents in writing to the administration.

4. If evidence is presented to the administration of the intent to establish permanent residency within twenty school days, children may enter school tuition free for a period not to exceed twenty school days upon written request of the parent or guardian.  Students remaining more than twenty school days shall be charged the full pro rated (1/180 per day) tuition for attendance in the schools beginning with the twenty‑first day retroactive to the first day of attendance.

5. Tuition may be waived by the School Board.

     Except as non‑resident students are given special considerations for reasons stated above, or unless enrolled through an agreement with another school system or agency, all non‑resident students shall be charged at the tuition rate set annually by the School Board.  Approval must be received from the sending district School Board.  Payment of tuition and rental fees shall be made in advance on a basis set by the administration.

     Families will be responsible for transportation.
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
