This information, along with other district measures, is used to help identify and meet student needs.

Students take three multiple-choice tests on the computer.  Each test relates to big ideas in Grade 7 mathematics such as Number and Operations, Algebra, Geometry, and Measurement.  Tests are not timed.  Students are scored on the number of correct answers for each test and on the total number of correct answers.  
	Algebra Basic Skills

Students are given 60 problems on solving basic fact equations; applying the distributive property; working with integers; combining like terms; and applying proportional reasoning.  Students have five minutes to answer as many problems correctly as possible; students are not expected to finish the entire test.
	Algebra Foundations

Students are given 50 problems on core algebra skills such as evaluating expressions, graphing linear inequalities, solving one-step equations, simplifying expressions, and extending data tables.
