Encouraged by his uncle and neighbor, Henri takes a bucket and plays on
it like a drum. The drumming becomes a link to his past and a conduit for his emotions.
Slowly, through his drumming and the kindness of his uncle and friend, Henri learns to
navigate this new and foreign world without his parents. Calling The Water Drum is a
tender and timely tribute to the bravery of immigrants and refugees, and the resiliency
of the human spirit.
