
KENTUCKY YMCA YOUTH CONFERENCE PROGRAMS

STUDENT CODE OF CONDUCT AND DRESS CODE

The purpose of this Code of Conduct is to identify personal behavior that is consistent with the purpose and objectives of the Kentucky YMCA Youth Association.  The items within the Code are based upon performance and are designed to protect the welfare of the program for future generations.  Registration in any Kentucky YMCA conference program indicates personal acceptance of the Code of Conduct.  Any student sent home for violation of this Code will be at the expense of parent or guardian.

EXPECTATION OF STUDENT







1.
All participants share the responsibility for their actions equally when violations of the Code are witnessed.  Those who choose to be present when a violation occurs shall, by their own choice, be considered participants in the violation.  In relation to this Code, there are no “innocent bystanders.”

2.
No delegate shall leave a Kentucky YMCA function unless with the approval of his/her advisor AND the director of the program is secured.  The delegate must be picked up and returned by a parent or legal guardian.

3.
Each delegate is legally and financially liable for the removal, defacing, or willful damage to public or private property.  Any act of vandalism, destruction of property, or misuse of a facility may be a crime and will be treated as a potential criminal violation.

4.
Food and beverages are not permitted in any meeting sessions.

5.
The use of incense, tobacco products, and use of/possession of alcoholic beverages or non-prescription drugs is forbidden at any Kentucky YMCA function.


6.
Youth delegates may not enter hotel rooms other than those assigned by the Y-Staff or advisor.  

7.
All delegates shall be in and remain in their assigned hotel rooms by scheduled curfew and doors shall remain closed until scheduled end of curfew.

8.
Badges shall be worn ONLY by the individual whose name is on the badge.  BADGE SWITCHING OR SHARING IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED.  Participants will wear their assigned badges at all times when they are not in their sleeping rooms, and must be able to produce their badge at all times.  Badges are to be worn above the waist and must be visible.  Badges are not to be defaced, decorated, or altered in any way.  ONLY ADVISORS CAN REQUEST REPLACEMENT BADGES.  There may be a charge for replacement badges.

9.
Unless there is a fire, pulling a fire alarm is a serious offense.  Hotel alarms automatically summon the fire department and create a great inconvenience and fear for the hotel and other guests.

10.
Use of personal vehicles by students at Kentucky YMCA conferences is strictly prohibited.  Personal vehicles may be used by Student YMCA and conference advisors and staff only.

11.
Each delegate shall conduct himself/herself in an orderly and responsible manner before, during, and after all functions of the Kentucky YMCA conference programs.  Personal behavior reflects upon the quality of the program, one’s Student YMCA, the Kentucky YMCA, and one’s self.

12.
Weapons of any kind and items that could cause injury or damage to participants and/or property are strictly forbidden.





13.
The Executive Director has the authority to determine both the appropriateness of appearance and attire of participants during Kentucky YMCA conferences.  All participants are to maintain a professional and business-like appearance each day until free time.  Personal attire reflects personal attitude and reflects upon the quality, purpose and dignity of the entire Kentucky YMCA.  conference.  Dress codes will be enforced by delegation advisors.
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I understand that conference delegates are housed four (4) to each room and that in order to participate in this program, I must share a room and bed with at least one other student of the same sex from my delegation.  I may be roomed with students of the same sex from another delegation.  In that case I will not share a bed.  I further understand that I may not room with anyone other than YMCA conference delegates -- not an advisor, parents, or other relatives.  I also understand that I may not room alone.

I understand that all fees are non-refundable.  In the case of extenuating circumstances, a portion of the payment may be refunded by action of the Executive Director based upon written request from the student or parent.


DELEGATE DRESS CODE

Appropriate Meeting Attire for Delegates:

Officers and Candidates: Business and Professional Attire to include closing session.

Other Delegates: 

Business Casual, except for Day 2 at the Capitol, when Business and Professional Attire is required.

Appropriate Free Time Attire (Dance, Delegation Meetings, etc.)

All Delegates: T-shirts, sweatshirts, sweaters, jeans, slacks, khakis, etc.  Undergarments must be worn.
