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Yet again, our fears became reality when information was  recently 
shared on the tragic events claiming young innocent lives of students 
from the Marshall County community. With an aching heart, I am offer-
ing my sincerest condolences to those impacted by this horrific incident 
and asking you to keep the community in your thoughts and prayers in 
the days ahead. While we share in their heartache, most of us cannot 
begin to fathom what this town faces and the steps they will take in 
order to find healing and comfort. 

Today’s event hit close to home and there is no doubt that the effects 
of this event are going to continue to unfold in the days ahead. There 

are lots of questions, fear, worry, speculation and confusion. This is all very normal. At 
CCPS, we want to do our very best to keep our schools a welcoming and safe environment 
for everyone. 
 
Communication is critical. Students and staff, we encourage you to utilize resources made 
available by the school and/or district. We have a great team of guidance counselors, social 
workers, school based therapists and others who are readily available. Parents if safety is a 
concern for you, we invite you to speak to leadership teams within the schools. Safety is a 
regular conversation here at CCPS. Each day brings about new information and ways to im-
prove upon ways to keep our schools safe.  
 
As a community, let’s rally together and support one another, but especially Marshall County. 
Let’s hug our loved ones tight and pray over the town of Benton, KY.

school safety in Christian County 

At CCPS, we do our best to keep schools a welcoming and safe environment for everyone. 

The tragedy in Marshall County, along with several recent threats in in our very own com-

munity heighted alert and fear among many. To address recent concerns for school safety, I am sharing proactive 

ways we can keep our schools safe. 

As a state and district requirement, safety drills are conducted once a semester in our schools to keep everyone 

knowledgeable of procedures during a safety event. In situations where threats have occurred, matters were in-

vestigated  by school/ and law officials. These situations are taken very seriously. 

Punishment for students who make threats can result in admittance into alternative school or expulsion depend-

ing on the viability of the threat. In addition, students may be charged with terroristic threatening, disorderly con-

duct, which can range from misdemeanor charges to felonies in some cases.  

Everyone shares in the responsibility of reporting information that could put individuals in harm’s way. Information 

should always be reported  to authorities in order to prevent tragedy from happening.

Just in time for cooler weather!  
 
Here is a helpful overview of what to                 
expect when  weather is severe enough 
to possibly cancel or dismiss school. 

How is the decision made to cancel  school due to                   
inclement weather such as snow or ice? 
Before making the decision to delay or cancel school due to weather, we rely on critical 

input from various sources, to include in-district, as well as outside agencies. We consult 

with our Transportation Department about road conditions throughout the day and into the 

night. 

When is the decision made to cancel school? 
In the event that CCPS cancels or delays school (this can include early dismissal), the dis-

trict’s communications department is contacted immediately and information is shared with 

the public in a timely manner. 

How will the public be notified of the decision to                
cancel or delay school? 
Any updates or changes to the regular school schedule will be communicated through mul-

tiple communication channels. For ways you can stay connected with CCPS and stay in-

formed of inclement weather-related decisions, be sure to read the back page of this                 

newsletter. Other ways to stay informed include the local radio, newspaper and TV media.
