e Visitors who have been fully vaccinated do not need to wear a mask.

e We will continue the best practices of sanitizing our classrooms, buildings, and
especially high-touch surfaces to combat viruses such as the common cold, flu, and
COVID, just to name a few.

e Field trips will be permitted.

e Local Distance Learning will not take place in our Catholic schools for the 2021-
2022 school year.

If you have not already been vaccinated against this virus, please consider doing so for
the common good of all. Let us pray for all those who have contracted COVID-19 and for
all their families as they work to restore their good health. Let us also pray for all those
who have died from this awful pandemic.
