Sparky’s Fire Safety Checklist

Sparky the Fire Dog wants us all to work together for fire safety.

Hunt for the fire hazards in your home.

1. Do cooks in your household stay with the stove when cooking?

2. If people smoke, do they use large, deep non-tip ashtrays?

3. Are matches and lighters locked up high, away from children?

4. Are space heaters at least 3 feet away from walls, furniture, or anything that can burn?

5. If your household uses candles, does a grown-up stay in the room when they are lit?

6. Does a grown-up put out lit candles before leaving the room or going to sleep?

7. Do you have working smoke alarms on every floor of your home?

8. Is there a smoke alarm in or near every place where people sleep?

9. Do you test your smoke alarms regularly? Have a grown-up show you how to push the test button to check if the batteries are okay.

10. How old are your smoke alarms? If they are more than 10 years old, they should be replaced.

11. Do you know the sound of your smoke alarms and are they loud enough to wake you up?

(When you hear the sound of your smoke alarm, get out immediately. You can’t hide from a fire.)\

12. Does your household have an escape plan?

13. Do you know 2 ways out of each room in your home?

14. Do you know what to do when you hear your smoke alarm? ( Get out and stay out.)

15. Are all the exits from your home clear- no trash, no toys, no clutter?

16. Does your household have a meeting place outside the home where everyone can go when they’ve escaped a fire?

17. Does everyone at home know how to call the fire department?

18. Do your babysitters know about your escape plan?

19. Do you practice your escape plan twice a year?
