How to instill a love of reading and raise a reader
Reading is one of the most important skills children can learn. It helps them do better in nearly every school subject.

1. Read to your kids every day, even after they've learned to read. Older children still enjoy hearing others read aloud.

2. Make reading time special. Cuddle up in a quiet, comfortable spot at the same time every day.

3. Make stories come alive by using gestures, facial expressions, and different voices.

4. Take turns reading out loud, and be patient with beginning readers. Offer assistance only when needed.

5. Encourage your children to read at least 15 minutes a day, either to you or independently. The more they read, the better!

6. Discuss what you read together. Ask your kids what they liked or didn't like about the book.

7. Get your children in the habit of taking a book along wherever they go. They can read on the bus, in line at the store, in waiting rooms, or during family vacations.

8. Read on your own to show your kids that reading is a great source of information, fun, and relaxation. 

9. Visit the library often. Check out a variety of age-appropriate fiction and nonfiction.

10. Introduce your kids to great books. The right ones can inspire a love of reading that will last their whole life through. There are lists of books both modern and traditional award-winning classics. Ask a librarian or look online for recommendations.
