DEFINE
· There are two kinds of made-up stories—those that could really happen and those that could never happen. 

· A realistic story could happen in real life. 

· A fantasy is a story about something that could not happen.

· Good readers look for clues that tell them whether a story could really happen or not. 
CONNECT TO READING
· As you read, ask yourself if what you are reading could really happen. If it could, it is a realist fiction.
· Pay attention to the characters and what they do. If they are animals that act like people, the story is fantasy.
