The Board President may terminate the remarks of any individual, when they do not adhere to the rules established above.


Mrs. Cathy Smith asked about an update on school choice students.  Dr. Sheard said the applications to leave had been received as well as those students who will be coming into the District. Dr. Sheard said she had sent letters of approval for five incoming students to enter the school. 
Mrs. Patty Bell asked about school choice. Dr. Sheard said a large portion of the schools in Hunterdon County had been approved as School Choice. 

Mrs. Nancy Bell asked about the timing of entry for School Choice students. Mr. Turello clarified that the School Choice changes will take place in September 2013.
