The Stark County Community Unit School District #100 Board of Education met in regular session on Monday, March 16, 2020 at the Stark County Elementary School.  Members present were Matthew Nagode, Ann Orwig, Brian Rewerts, Elizabeth Rumbold, David Steward, and Bruce West.   Also present were Dr. Nick Sutton, Superintendent; Jeff Utsinger, Jr. High/High School Principal; Jenna Bibb, Elementary Principal; and Emily Holman.

With a quorum present, the meeting was called to order by President, Mrs. Orwig, at 6:16 p.m.
There was no Executive Session as listed on the agenda.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Emily Holman to fulfill the vacancy on the Stark County CUSD# 100 School Board for the remainder of the vacancy term.  Motion was approved by a 6-0 vote.

The oath of office was administered to Ms. Holman by Mrs. Orwig.

Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve the consent calendar.  Items approved under the consent calendar were:

Administrative Reports:

Mrs. Bibb reported that 32.39% of students are meeting end of year math fluency standards as of March 12, 2020.  Positive feedback was received on the Family Literacy Night that was held March 12th.  

Mr. Utsinger reported Mrs. Smith and students recently participated in Ag Events including Women Changing the fact of Agriculture and the Envirothon Competition.  Art students recently participated in the Henry-Stark Art Festival and received seven 1st place, two 2nd place, four 3rd place, and an honorable mention for their work entered.
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Dr. Sutton gave an update on the status of the solar panels.  He confirmed a meeting of the Board with the architect for Monday March 23rd at 4:30 p.m. to review the bids for the Jr. High roof replacement and possible action to accept a bid.  He reported the State grant of $50,000 had been awarded and would be used to offset the expense of the Jr. High roof replacement.

Mrs. Orwig expressed the appreciation of the behind the scene and work preparation for the shut-down due to the Corona virus.

Dr. Sutton presented the bus lease bids.  Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to accept the bid of Midwest Bus Sales for a three-year lease of three 65-passenger buses for  $15,489.51 per year per bus and one 14-passenger Activity bus for $10,349.09 per year, price includes Illinois state inspection, title and license fee, and school bus lettering.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mr. Rewerts, to approve the second reading of the library coordinator job description.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

As a follow-up to Dale Heinold’s presentation at the February meeting, he is requesting to use the E-rate grant to pay 70% of the costs to upgrade our wireless internet infrastructure to ensure we can continue to offer more video classes, additional technology, etc. for students.  The total cost would be $24,359 and the grant would cover all but $7307 which would be the district’s cost.  Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve the E-rate grant for a district cost portion of $7,307.78.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mr. West, to approve the 2020-2021 IHSA membership.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve the contract with M & M Lawn Service to mow and maintain the grounds at the football field in Wyoming between April 1, 2020 and November 30, 2020 at an hourly rate of $35.00.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to authorize the Superintendent to conduct community meetings to explain and get input on the Toulon building renovation project.   Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Dr. Sutton asked for input on registration fees for families and the district paying Blackhawk tuition costs on behalf of students.  

Mrs. Orwig reported that nineteen applications for the superintendent position had been received and the Board will be interviewing candidates in the near future.

The Joint Board Meeting with Galva on March 23rd has been postponed.

Agenda item #G was tabled, no action at this time.
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Dr. Sutton presented the District E-learning plan during the unplanned closure of schools.
Dr. Sutton reported that during the closure of school due to the Corona virus, he plans to keep staff and community updated through Facebook and Blackboard Connect messages.   Delivery of lunches to those who have notified the school will begin on Tuesday.  Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mr. West, to authorize the Superintendent to spend funds as needed relative to the mandated school closure.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Items for the next meeting:  consideration of employment of summer workers, possible first reading of FY21 handbook changes, possible approval of new Superintendent.
