Why is it important to read aloud to your child?

Reading to young children promotes language acquisition and literacy development and, later on, achievement in reading comprehension and overall success in school. 

  The single most important activity for building the knowledge required for eventual success is reading aloud to children." That quotation is from "Becoming a Nation of Readers," a national report by the Commission on Reading,

However, even knowing its importance, many parents, grandparents, teachers, principals, and other educators need guidance as to the "why," "how," and "what" of reading aloud to a child. 

Fortunately, that information is available in the latest edition of Jim Trelease's The Read-Aloud Handbook. The first edition of The Read-Aloud Handbook was self-published by the author in 1979. It was expanded and published by Penguin in 1982. Since then, Penguin has published six revised editions, the latest coming out in 2006.
