Watch video “Parts of a Plant” and play the game Build a Plant
	Build a palm tree to hold as many coconuts as you can.
 Use a toilet paper roll for the trunk, craft sticks for the palms (you can color or paint them green), and brown craft pom poms for the coconuts.  Carefully place craft sticks on the toilet paper tube overlapping each other.  Add pom poms on top of the craft sticks until one falls off or the palm tree can’t hold any more.  Record your results or take a picture of your palm tree.
