On the morning of February 13™, we received notice that one of our school buses was stopped on
Spindle Hill Road with live electrical wires across it and students and the driver inside. What
followed was an excellent example of communication and cooperation and I’d like to take this
time to recognize everyone who collaborated in ensuring a successful outcome to what could
have been a very serious situation. Dina Shepard, the All Star driver, acted perfectly and
professionally in keeping all students onboard the bus and keeping the mood calm and bright.

Immediately upon learning of the issue, All-Star’s management called the affected parents of the
five children on the bus. There was a large and immediate response to the scene from Wolcott
Volunteer Fire Department, Wolcott Police Department, our own Central Office and
Superintendent, Mayor Dunn, Wolcott Volunteer Ambulance, All-Star Transportation, and
Eversource. Everyone worked together in a calm and professional way to ensure that the bus and
children were safe. When the bus was cleared to continue on its route, All-Star again called the
parents to advise them. Wakelee Principal, Deb Osvald, called parents again upon greeting the
students when they arrived at school — all in good spirits. Meanwhile, the Superintendent kept
the Board of Education apprised via email, issued a press release via the district’s social media,
and granted a television interview for the local press.

The resolution of this situation highlights the cooperation that we have across town agencies,
with our busing contractor, and within our school district while demonstrating excellent practice
in communications. I commend and thank all involved.



On a separate note, I would like thank the parent organizations of each of our schools for hosting
me over the past two weeks. It was a pleasure to speak with them about our district’s budget and
other matters. As I mentioned to them, I encourage all parents to become involved in the budget
process at both the state and local levels.
