2. Academic instruction will continue during the work-from-home period. 



a. Students will not have assignments on March 16 or 17. Students will have                                           assignments for each academic class beginning Wednesday March 18. 



b. Instruction may be paper-based and/or electronically-based.



c. Look for more information by March 18 on details of how assignments,                                              instruction and grading will be conducted.


3. Sack meals for breakfast and lunch will be available beginning Wednesday, March 18.                      Details of how the meals will be distributed will be coming on Tuesday, March 17.
