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Steps to Respect is a Bullying Prevention Program that helps adults and students decrease bullying in their school and establish a safe, caring, and respectful school environment.

There are three phases to the Steps to Respect Program, 

Phase I. consist of  a School wide Support Program.  

Phase II.  Consist of a Training Manual

Phase III. Consist of the classroom curriculum kits  

The Steps to Respect program is based on the best research available about preventing bullying.  Research is included in the program guide, which is part of the school wide implementation support kit.  Research information can also be found on the website: www.cfchildren.org.  

The Program Consists of:

· Skilled Lessons-using a variety of formats such as skilled practice (role playing), small group, whole group activities, videos, posters, photo transparencies, and videos.  

· These skilled lessons are taught in a sequence, building on previous lessons.  

· Each Lesson provides an overview for the teacher

· Objectives of the Lesson

· Supplies and Equipment needed

· Lesson Materials

· Lesson Preparation

· Bold Print in Lesson is read out loud

· Lessons provide Behavioral Skills Training practices to teach social skills

It also uses a

 Literature Component in the Lessons

The program provides communication with families by a letter sent home by the principal

The lessons are divided out into 3 parts, each of which takes 20-30 minutes.  All 3 parts should be taught in the same week.
