Graph It

Bar graphs can be used to show how things measure up against each other. For example, help your child make bar graphs of:

1. How tall everyone in your family is- include relatives, pets and more for fun.

2. How many pages everyone reads in a week. 

Line graphs can be used to show change over time. For example, you can use line graphs to chart:

1. How a plant grows

2. How your child grows

3. How much money your child has saved

At home and when you are out with your child, encourage them to notice relationships between things. 

1. How many TV ads are for toys? How many for foods?

2. How many sunny days versus rainy days were there this week?

3. What was the temperature at dinner time each day this week?

4. How many trees of each type will we see out walking?

5. How many pieces of fruit did we each eat this week? How many sweet snacks?

6. What color bikes are most popular for children your age?
