Objective:

The economic course provides students with a basic foundation in the field of economics.  The course has five sections: fundamental concepts, microeconomic, macroeconomics, international economics, and personal finance.  In each area, students are introduced to major concepts and themes concerning that aspect of economics.

Grading:

Homework, class work, projects, tests, and quizzes make up 80% of your grade for this course.  Chapter tests and larger projects will be recorded twice.  Quarter exams count for the remaining 20% of your grade.  There is an Economics EOC which will count  20% of your yearly grade for this course.
