9: New Business: 
Dr. Sorrell- 
a. CCRPI
Dr. Sorrell discussed the College and Career Readiness Performance Index (CCRPI) outlook for Parkwood with a focus on student achievement, growth, and the achievement gap. The rating for student growth has changed to 40%. As of last year, 27% of students scored at a level 3 (proficient or above). Most students fell into the level 2 (developing) category. Members discussed importance of focusing on this group’s improvement by implementing targeted instruction including skill-specific lessons for small groups and individuals. Council also discussed how high numbers of transient students may impact our score. Students must be present for 65% of the school year in order for their scores to affect Parkwood’s rating. Our goal is to provide the most consistent environment for these students by following county pacing guides. 
b.  Title I Planning: 
Dr. Sorrell discussed possible standards-based software programs that may be purchased to help teachers gather data to inform individual and small group instruction. Ideal programs would support all components of literacy, math, and will allow students to track their own progress as they master each skill. Funds may also be allocated to supplementing classroom libraries to support building strong reading foundations in the lower grades.
