	11th Grade Course of Study Standard 12:    

Trace events of the modern Civil Rights Movement from post-World War II to 1970 that resulted in social and economic changes, including the Montgomery bus boycott, the desegregation of Little Rock Central High School, the march on Washington, and the Freedom Rides.
· Tracing the federal government’s involvement in the modern Civil Rights Movement, including the abolition of the poll tax, the desegregation of the armed forces, the nationalization of state militias, Brown versus Board of Education, the Civil Rights Acts of 1957 and 1964, and the Voting Rights Act of 1965

· Explaining contributions of individuals and groups to the modern Civil Rights Movement, including Martin Luther King, Jr., James Meredith, Medgar Evers, the Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC), the Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee (SNCC), and the Congress of Racial Equality (CORE)

· Identifying people and events in Alabama that influenced the modern Civil Rights Movement, including Rosa Parks, Autherine Lucy, John Patterson, George C. Wallace, Vivian Malone, Fred Shuttlesworth, the Children’s March, the Sixteenth Street Baptist Church bombing, and the Selma-to-Montgomery march

· Describing the development of a Black Power movement, including the change in focus of the SNCC, the rise of Malcolm X, and Stokely Carmichael and the Black Panther Movement

· Describing the impact of African-American entrepreneurs on the modern Civil Rights Movement

Purpose

· activate prior knowledge     

Strategy:   Interview Response
Procedure:
1.  Students will have thirty seconds to  think about the following question from TE p. 864:

“What kind of impact do you think the civil rights movement had on your community?”

2. Allow students to interview three people.  Write their responses on an index card.  Summarize the responses on the back of the index card.
3. Students will share summaries with a partner.

Purposes
engage with the text, self-monitor comprehension, and integrate new information with prior knowledge

Strategy:  Backwards Notetaking
Procedure:
Students will divide paper into columns labeled “Student Notes” and “Teacher Notes”.  
I do:  Teacher models chunk 1, paragraph 1 from “The Civil Rights Movement Begins” on p. 868, with a student volunteer.
Then, teacher shows the teacher notes, marks notes they both got, and adds (in the right-hand column) any he/she and partner left out.

We do:  Teacher and students work together to take notes on the rest of “Brown v. Board of Education” on p. 868. Students discuss with a partner.
Teacher shows his/her notes for mini-lecture. 
Continue with rest of passage.
Y’all do:  Chunk 3:  “The Montgomery Bus Boycott” on pp. 869-870.
Y’all do:  Chunk 4:  “African American Churches”, pp. 870-871

Purposes
· reflect on the content of the lesson   

· respond to text through writing retell or summarize
Strategy:  Courage Connection (Think-Write-Pair-Share)
Procedure:
Based on what student learned today about the beginnings of the civil rights movement, instruct them to:
Think about key people and groups (little Linda Brown, Thurgood Marshall, MLK, Jr., Rosa Parks) and respond to the following quote in writing:

“Courage is the most important of all the virtues, because without courage you can't practice any other virtue consistently.” 

Do you agree?  Disagree?  What are your thoughts?  (3 mins.)
Students will pair up and share their thoughts with another student (2 minutes). The teacher will collect these as students exit the class.  
*** Teacher must circulate during activity, listening to conversations.


***Idea for “before” or “after” for the next day:

Show the clip from Remember the Titans and ask students to answer the following question:  

“Who do you think showed the most courage in Remember the Titans, Coach Boone or Coach Yoast?      

  Why?”
