a) Staff/program updates and changes:   We now have two sites for the Highlander Transition Academy.  The UConn site has ten students and is full; the Northwestern Connecticut Community College site currently has nine students with room for one more.

b)      Extended School Year (Summer School):  Kim Riggott, Vocational/Transition Coordinator, gave a slide presentation on the summer vocational program.  There were 28 students that participated this summer.  Worksites were Camp Jewell in Colebrook, TJ Maxx and K-Mart in Torrington, and the campus of Northwestern Regional School.

a)      The Shared Services transportation department has purchased a pre-owned 2006 van.  This increases our fleet to 10 vehicles.  The transportation department is self-sustaining and used reserve funds to purchase the van.
The State Department of Education is doing a desk audit on federal grant compliance.  Executive Director Gladu-Morabito expects that at least one of the Shared Services’ towns will be selected for audit.
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A schedule of meetings for 2011-2012 was distributed to members.

A report card on special education, specific to each town, was given to members.  All towns were in compliance.

c)  Connections (Gifted & Talented Program:  Attendance for this program was doubled last year.  Joanne Sciola, Barkhamsted School principal, has done an outstanding job of setting up this program for elementary students.  A list of selections for the fall semester was distributed.
