Measure This, Measure That

1.Using a ruler or tape measure:

Show your child the different units of measurement it has (feet, inches, etc). Use different units of measure for the same object. (How many inches is this table? How many feet?) Try using a tape measure to measure around an object, such as a ball or each other’s heads.

2. Use unusual units to measure things. For example, measure each other’s height using pieces of string, crayons, or books. Help your child add them up.
