Math Moments

1. Spread out the number of cards from a deck of cards face down. Take turns picking 2 cards. Say if each card is “more than” or “less than” the other card.

2. Have your child sit with you as you balance your checkbook. Show how deposits involve adding and withdrawals involve subtracting.  Explain why it is important that the numbers add up correctly.

3. Explain subtraction while eating pizza. ( If a whole pizza has 8 slices, for example, and 3 people each take 1 slice, ask your child how many slices will be left.

4. Using pizza,  talk about fractions ( ½, ¼, 1/8)

5. Talk about how long your child would have to save up to buy a certain toy if they saved $1.00 each week.
